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The “JP of the Year” award recognizes and honors one individual member of the Arizona Justice of the Peace Association who has tirelessly and selflessly supported the mission of the association; who has demonstrated continuous contributions to the Arizona judicial process; and who makes significant efforts to educate the public on the judicial system.  Recipients of this award must be a member of the Arizona Justice of the Peace Association and must have a minimum of five years experience as a full time judge.

Nomination Process:

· The award will be presented at the Annual Justice of the Peace Conference held in the fall of each year. 

· An announcement is to be made to the entire association requesting nominations for the award. Nominations may be made by any member of the Association with personal knowledge of the nominee. The nominee shall be a member of the Association. Nominations may be submitted to the Association Secretary, a member of the Executive Board or through the Association website via email May 01 to May 30 of each year.  

· Once the complete list of names is compiled, the Secretary shall send each nominee a letter stating that they are being considered for this award. Along with the notification the secretary shall forward an outline of the award criteria and request a biography or resume from the nominee. The deadline for returning the additional information shall be June 30th of each year. 

· An award committee will consist of the current president of the association, the most current past president in good standing, and the immediate last recipient of the award shall comprise the award committee.  If any of these people cannot complete the task, the president of the association shall designate an association officer(s) as needed to complete the committee of three. 

· Each award committee member will be sent all the information received about all nominees no later than July 10th of each year.  The award committee will meet, either in person or telephonically, to evaluate the applications, discuss, and decide who best meets the criteria for the award.  They shall complete their task no later than July 24th of each year.

· Once a winner is determined, the president shall insure that a suitable award is prepared for presentation at the annual Justice of the Peace conference. The selected nominee shall be notified prior to the conference and press release may issue at this time.

· The most recent recipient of the “JP of the Year” award shall also receive free membership in the Arizona Justice of the Peace Association in the following year, and shall also be entitled to free registration at the following year’s annual JP conference.
